New Requirements Regar ding Gang-Free Zones
For Child Care Centers

As a result of House Bill 2086 that passed during the 81% Legislature, Regular Session,
Chapter 42 of the Human Resource Code includes section 42.064, effective September 1,
2009. This new statute requires that information about gang-free zones be distributed to
parents and guardians of children in care at licensed child care centers. The following is a
tip sheet to assist in complying with the new law. This information may be posted at your
child care operation or copies may be provided to parents.

What is a gang-free zone?

A gang-free zone is a designated area around a specific location where prohibited gang
related activity is subject to increased penalty under Texas law. The specific locations
include day care centers. The gang-fee zone is within 1000 feet of your child care center.
For more information about what constitutes a gang-free zone, please consult sections
71.028 and 71.029 of the Texas Penal Code.

How do parents know where the gang-free zone ends?

The area that falls within a gang-free zone can vary depending on the type of location. The
local municipal or county engineer may produce and update maps for the purposes of
prosecution. Parents may contact their local municipality or court house for information
about obtaining a copy of a map if they choose to do so.

What is the purpose of gang-free zones?

Similar to the motivation behind establishing drug-free zones, the purpose of gang-free
zones is to deter certain types of criminal activity in areas where children gather by
enforcing tougher penalties.

What does this mean for my day care center?

A child care center must inform parents or guardians of children attending the center about
the new gang-free zone designation. This means parents or guardians need to be informed
that certain gang-related criminal activity or engaging in organized criminal activity within
1000 feet of your center is a violation of this law and is therefore subject to increased
penalty under state law.

When do | have to comply with the new requirements?

The law is already in effect, so providers should begin sharing information regarding gang-
free zones immediately. Licensing staff will offer technical assistance to facilitate
compliance until rules are proposed and adopted, which is estimated to occur in March
2010. In the meantime, providers should update their operational policies and procedures
to include providing the information mandated by this law to the parents or guardians of the
children in care.

KEEPING CHILDREN SAFE

Report Abuse and Neglect

Texas law requires a person having reasonable cause to
believe that a child's physical or mental health or welfare
has been adversely affected by abuse or neglect by any
person to immediately make a report to the Texas
Department of Family and Protective Services or law
enforcement.

Call 800-252-5400 to make confidential reports.
Failure to report suspected abuse or neglect is a crime.

Employers are prohibited from retaliating against
caregivers who make reports in good faith.

Protect Children

o Never shake a baby.

e Shaken baby syndromeis the result of violently
shaking a young child. Injuries can include brain
swelling and damage, subdural hemorrhaging,
reduced cognitive function and death.

Sudden Infant Death Syndrome

SIDS is the unexplained death of a sleeping baby.
Always place infants to sleep on their backs in a
bare crib or play yard with a firm surface.

Do not place soft bedding, including blankets and
stuffed toys, inside the cribofaninfantunder 12
months.

Keep Children Healthy

Wash your hands and children’s hands often.
Immunize children.

Keep ill children at home.

Learn pediatric CPR and first aid.

Make sure children drink plenty of water.

Discuss special needs with caregivers.

Learn more about childhood diabetes, which impairs
a body’s ability to regulate blood sugar levels, and
other medical conditions, from your child’s health-
care provider.

Water Safety

Always maintain active supervision and stay within
reach of children in the water.

Secure water areas with fences, alarms or other
means to ensure children don’t access the areas
unsupervised.

Have an emergency plan and ensure caregivers are
trained in pediatric CPR.

Don’t assume children will use good judgment
around the water and make safe choices.

Require each child who is unable to swim, or at risk
of injury or death when swimming, to wear a
properly fitted and fastened U.S. Coast Guard
approved life jacket before entering and while in a
swimming pool.

Transportation Safety

Use car seats and booster seats according to Texas
law. All children under 8-years-old who are 4’9" or
shorter must be in an appropriate child safety seat
system installed according to manufacturer’s
instructions.

Before closing car doors, make sure that arms,
fingers, legs and toes are all inside to avoid
accidental injury.

Children should not be left in a car unattended for
any period. Have a system in place to ensure all
children have safely exited the car.

Keep car doors locked and the keys out of children’s
reach.

Educate adults and children about car and
transportation safety, especially about gettinginand
out of a vehicle, loading and unloading curbside.
Maintain active supervision when children are
around cars.

MANTENGAMOS A LOS NINOS SEGUROS

Denuncie el abuso,
el maltrato y el abandono

La ley de Texas exige a los cuidadores que denuncien
las sospechas de abuso, maltrato o abandono infantil al
Departamento de Servicios para la Familia y de Proteccion
de Texas o a las autoridades policiales.

Llame al 800-252-5400 para hacer denuncias
confidenciales.

No denunciar una sospecha de abuso, maltrato o
abandono es un delito. Se prohibe a los empleadores
tomar represalias contra los cuidadores que hagan
denuncias de buena fe.

Protejamos a los ninos

+  Nunca sacuda a un bebé.

«  Elsindrome del bebé sacudido es el resultado de
sacudir violentamente a un nifio pequefo. Los dafios
ocasionados pueden incluir inflamacién y lesién
cerebral, hemorragia subdural, reduccién de la
funcion cognitiva y muerte.

Seguridad en el transporte

«  Use asientos de coche y asientos elevados conforme
a la ley de Texas. En un vehiculo, todos los nifios
menores de 8 afos que midan menos de 4’9" deben
ir colocados en un asiento adecuado de seguridad
para nifos, instalado segun las instrucciones del
fabricante.

Antes de cerrar las puertas del coche, asegurese de
que los brazos, los dedos de las manos, las piernas 'y
los pies de sus nifos estan dentro y protegidos para
evitar lesiones accidentales.

En ninglin momento y por ninguna razén se debe
dejar a un niflo en el coche sin vigilancia. Disponga de
un sistema adecuado para asegurarse de que todos
los nifos hayan salido del coche de forma segura.
Mantenga las puertas del coche cerradas y las llaves
fuera del alcance de los nifos.

Eduque a sus nifos sobre la seguridad en el coche y
el transporte, especialmente sobre como entrar y salir
de un vehiculo, y cémo subirse y bajarse de él sobre
la acera.

No pierda de vista en ninglin momento a los nifios
cuando estos estén cerca de coches.

Sindrome de muerte
subita del lactante

El sindrome de muerte subita del lactante (SIDS, en
inglés) es la muerte inexplicable ocurrida en un bebé
mientras duerme. Coloque siempre a un bebé boca
arriba para que duerma sobre una superficie firme,
lejos de articulos blandos como cobijas, almohadas
o juguetes.

Protejamos la salud de los nifnos

«  Léavese las manos y lave las manos de sus nifios con
frecuencia.
Vacune a sus nifos.
Mantenga a sus ninos enfermos en casa.
Aprenda a practicar la CPR (siglas en inglés,
resucitacién cardiopulmonar) pediatrica y a prestar
primeros auxilios a un nifo.
Asegurese de que sus niflos beban mucha agua.
Hable de las necesidades especiales de sus niflos con
los cuidadores.
Inférmese con el proveedor médico de su hijo sobre
la diabetes infantil, que afecta la capacidad del
cuerpo para regular los niveles de azucar en la sangre,
y sobre otras afecciones médicas.
